The members of our
experienced Expedition Team, who have made countless journeys to this area, will use their expertise to tailor our day-to-day itinerary,
choosing the best options, based on the prevailing weather, sea-ice conditions and the possibility of encounters with wildlife.
Phenomenal fjords, magnificent mountains ranges, and a polar desert rich in fossils, set the stage for heroic tales of early exploration.
